Mrs. Pancost commented to Mr. Stamm that the Board appreciates the detailed 

info provided for the variance hearing. 

Mr. Franek asked some clarifying questions related to a sliver of the property on the map. Mr. Stamm 

answered that was from a neighbor building a second home and including a pond on the property. Mr. 

Bott asked some questions regarding to placement of an existing garage and fencing which is not on the 

property but adjacent to the proposed building location. Mr. Stamm then proceeded to answer Mr. 

Bott’s questions.
